1. Co-opting a new Parish Councillor: Charles Stebbing was proposed by Councillor Jude, seconded by Councillor R Woolhouse and agreed by all Members present to be co-opted as a new Member to the Parish Council.  The Chairman welcomed Mr Stebbing to the Council.
2. Apologies were accepted from Councillor Kinsell and County Councillor Wilkinson and Councillor Penty
3. Minutes of the meeting held on 25 September 2018 were accepted by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.
4. County Council Report:  It was reported that the County Council Networking Meeting had been a success and that the local MP Rishi Sunad had attended.  It was also reported that NYCC had been allocated from central funds: £6m for adults services, £2m for children’s services and £13m for repairing roads. 
5. Clerks Report:  The hedge at Manor Walk has been cut.  
NYCC Highways will replenish the salt bins at a cost of £75 plus vat.  All Members present agreed to this.
The Chairman attended the Armistice Service at the Church and laid a wreath on behalf of the Parish Council.
The Clerk informed the Council that the web site was almost ready to ‘go live’ and asked if any Councillor would like to attend for training session. Clerk to get dates.

6. Playground Reports & Leisure Field:  The Rospa report has been received 
and recommendations will be complied with.  The basket swing to be removed.

Councilor Shaw to action.   The problem hinge on the gate to be reported to the school as this gate belongs to them. Clerk to action.
It was suggested that the Council employ someone to carry out the maintenance required in the playing field.  This will be put in the Village News Letter.  Councillor McIntyre to action.

7. Highways:  Illegal parking at Hargill was discussed again as this continues to be 

a problem.  Councillor Shaw brought photographs showing the litter problem and the sign half pried off the gate. County Councillor Wilkinson, NYCC Highways and the Enforcement Officer in Scarborough to be informed.  Clerk to action. 
8. Planning:  Planning Application Ref:  18/01575/FUL – The Council has no 
objections.
9. Finance:  The Clerk presented the monthly accounts which were agreed by all 
Councillors present.
