2.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 24 September 2019 were accepted by all Councillors present.

An email was received from a Resident of Burneston with a concern about the possible plans to install allotments on the playing field. An email was also received from a Resident asking if the playpark was going to be repaired or renewed.  The Clerk to inform the Resident that a grants are being looked into with the hope of renewing the playpark next year.

6.   Finance:  

The Clerk submitted the Financial Report which was accepted by all Councillors present. The Budget and 2019/2020 Precept was discussed and it was decided to increase the Precept by £500.
