2.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 26 November 2019 were accepted by all         Councillors present.      

3.   Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk informed the Council that WJP Software Limited Website Hosting Contract has been received and requires a signature.  After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk should sign this document.  Clerk to action.
 3a  Correspondence:  Posters for the Voluntary Services have been received and it was agreed that these could be posted on the notice board.
4.    County Council Report:  The Council was informed of a Library Survey which is being emailed to the Clerk to pass on to all Councillors.

5.   Planning:  Planning Application Ref: 19/02702/LBC was discussed and no objections made.  Clerk to inform HDC Planning.

6.   Finance:  

The Clerk submitted the Financial Report which was accepted all Councillors
present.                     

7.   Leisure Field:  The proposed allotment plot was discussed and it was decided that the overall space for the plots wold be marked out with a view to getting a cost for cultivating the land prior to renting out.  Fencing the perimeter of the plots from the playpark also to be measured to be able to get a cost for fencing.  Councillor E McIntyre to action.
The Cost will be discussed at the next meeting before taking this project forward.
Football nets are required for the goal posts.  Money for these has already been agreed and it was suggested that Mr Nylan be asked if he could purchase these nets on behalf of the Parish Council as he runs football games in the leisure field.

8.   Highways:   The cost of the Landowner moving the gates at Hargill Clearway was discussed.  It was pointed out that the Parish had objected to the siting of the gates and the feeling is that the cost of this should be taken on by NYCC Highways. 8.1  Speeding on the B6055 was again brought to the attention of the Council.  Clerk to inform the Police.

8.2  The lowering of the drain on Theakston Road was again discussed as NYCC Highways has still not carried out the work.  Clerk to inform Highways.
8.3  It was reported by a resident that a large milk tanker is being parked three to four nights per week on the pavement in Burneston village. This not only causes an obstruction but is braking up the pavement.  Clerk to Inform the Police.
 9.  Trees in Manor Walk:  A tree has been cut down and the hedges trimmed by a local Contractor.  The Residents and the Council are very pleased with the work carried out and asked the Clerk to pass these comments to the Contractor.
