1.   The Chairman opened the meeting by thanking all Councillors for      attending and gave thanks to Councillor Stebbing for arranging it. 
2.   All submissions to Hambleton District Council Planning Department regarding Planning Application Ref: 20/02299/FUL were read and discussed.        

3.   The Council discussed, at length, the proposal of a caravan site in the village. The advantages, disadvantages and possible impact of the traffic through the village in particular the approach from the A6055 down Church Wynd.   
4.   The Chairman asked for a vote on the proposed Planning Application Ref:  20/02299/FUL – Change of use of Agricultural Land for the siting of 25 touring caravans and construction of an associated amenity block at The Hollins, Bedale Road, Burneston to include the concerns discussed.
5.
It was agreed to approve this Planning Application by a majority vote with the Parish Council response to be submitted as follows:
Burneston, Swainby with Allerthorpe and Theakston Parish Council wish to see this application approved with the following concerns considered.

1. Traffic hazard through the village with parked cars either side of the road.

2.  Traffic access to the village coming from the A6055 via Church Wynd.  The road narrows considerably towards the junction with the B6285 between the church wall and the boundary wall of the Hall.  At this junction there are poor sight lines for all traffic accessing the village.  Opposite there is a Nursery School with cars parked there all day thus narrowing the access into Bedale Road.  Furthermore, whilst there is a pavement, it is extremely narrow to allow pedestrians to walk safely.

3. Fencing between the proposed caravan site and the adjoining field SE3085 National Grid Field Number 6060.  This will need to be made secure to prevent access from the site as the field is in constant use for livestock.

4.  Good landscaping required to provide some camouflage of the site.

5   The site be limited to touring caravans.
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
