Councillor Charles Stebbing proposed Mr Mark Inkester and Councillor Elizabeth McIntyre seconded.  It was unanimously agreed that Mr Mark Inkester became a Parish Councillor for Burneston.  The Chairman welcomed him as a new Member. 
1.   Apologies:  District Councillor Mike Barningham  
2. The Minutes of the meeting held on 18 January 2021 were accepted by all         Councillors present.  
3.   North Yorkshire County Council Report:  Councillor A  Wilkinson updated the Council on the Pandemic in North Yorkshire.  The vaccination programme is a success in the area.  She also mentioned the amazing volunteers in the County and the need to support local businesses.

Local Government Re-organisation can be accessed through NYCC Website.
The options are: A unitary Authority or an East West divide. The divide being Hambleton, Harrogate Richmond and Craven/York, Selby, Scarborough and Ryedale. 
Unused IT equipment will be gratefully received by NYCC to be re-used in schools.

Councillor Stebbing thanked County Councillor Wilkinson for her assistance with the litter problem and Councillor E McIntyre thanked her for her assistance with getting the road swept in Theakston.
4     Hambleton District Council Report:  District Councillor J Noone informed the Council that HDC part of the local tax would not be increased this year.  He assured Members that this would not reduce the excellent services the Residents of Hambleton are used to.
He informed the Council that although the local council elections would not be going ahead this year the Police Crime Commission election would be taking place on 6 May 2021. 

5.   Clerk’s Report: Highways England has collected 79 bags of rubbish  from the A1M at Junction 51 and its slip roads.  
Rishi Sunak was informed of the litter problem in the area.  His office contacted the Clerk with assurances that this would be noted and monitored.
An application has been submitted to HDC Make a Difference Fund for a grant to assist with the setting up of allotments in the Parish.  An official decision will be made at the end of April.

6.  Grass Cutting Contract:  A quotation has been received from MHS Countryside which was discussed and a decision was taken to negotiate a cheaper price and also to get another quotation.  This was agreed by all present and Councillors L Jude and C Kinsell will action.
7.   Leisure Field:  The play equipment report was submitted.  It was decided that the play equipment would be removed as it is in a dangerous state of repair.
Councillors Jude, Kinsell, Stebbing, Carter and Inkester all volunteered to assist with this. New play equipment:  A discussion took place on applying for a grant to replace the play equipment. Councillor O Carter is following this up.  It was suggested that a Council Member contact Residents to get their views on this project.  The Clerk to pass on emails of interested Residents to all Members.
Allotments:  Eight Residents have applied for an allotment plot.  Plans are going ahead with the measuring out of the plots.  After discussion it was agreed that £20.00p per year would be charged for a large plot and £10.00p per year for a smaller plot. It was agreed that a shed could be built in the corner of the field.  The type of shed to be discussed with the Council. A water butt would be necessary for water supply. A Tenancy Agreement and a List of Rules will be agreed at a later date.
8.   Planning:  No Planning Applications.
9   Highways:  The Council has had a complaint about the overgrown footpaths around Burneston and the problem of cars being parked on the pavement in Main Street. The state of the road through Burneston was also brought to the Council’s 
This was discussed and it was decided that the Clerk contact NYCC Highways regarding the paths, HDC Street Scene to request a street sweep and NYCC Police regarding the parked cars.
10.   Finance:  The Clerk submitted the Financial Report which was accepted by all Councillors present.
