Burneston, Swainby-with-Allerthorpe & Theakston Parish Council

Minutes of the Meeting held on 5 July 2021 at 6.30pm in Burneston Church of England Voluntary Aided Primary School
Pre-Teams Meeting held with Karl Battersby Director of Business and Environment NYCC and Clive Thornton Corporate Facilities Manager HDC to discuss the Public Right of Way in Burneston.
Attended: Parish Councillors E McIntyre, L Jude, M Inkester and O Carter.  NY Councillor A Wilkinson and HDC Councillor C Les.

Clive Thornton informed Karl Battersby of the application to move the ‘Public Right of Way’ in 2018 which was turned down by the Parish Council and HDC.  He also explained that the land in question belongs to HDC and is leased to the Parish Council who is responsible for the upkeep.  This field is used as a recreation ground for children and has now got allotments on it. The request was discussed at all levels and the Parish Council made it clear that the moving of the ‘Public Right of Way’ onto the leisure field would still not be an acceptable outcome.
Councillor E McIntyre spoke as a Councillor and as a School Governor describing the close proximity to the school this public path would be if diverted.
Mr  Battersby thanked the Parish Council for meeting with him and for giving him a clearer picture of the application to move the existing ‘Public Right of Way’

3.   Co-opt a new Councillor:  Due to the resignation of Councillor J Penty a new Councillor for Swainby with Allerthorpe was co-opted on to the Council.
Robert Penty was proposed by Councillor L Jude, seconded by Councillor E McIntyre and agreed by all Councillors.  
4.   County Council Report:  See attached.

5.  District Council Report:  The Boundary Commission has proposed that Bedale Ward be moved into Thirsk and Malton Area.  There is an online Consultation if you wish to express your views.
Hambleton District Council has funded lots of projects across the District.
The Bedale on demand bus service is going ahead and Councillor Noone will keep the Parish Council up to date with this.

6.   Clerk’s Report:  The new grass cutting contractor has started and has requested a key for access through the school grounds.  Councillor E McIntyre will approach the school about this.
7.   Administration:  The Parish Face Book page is being setup by Councillors O Carter and C Kinsell

8.   Leisure Field: Play equipment report submitted and discussed.  Councillor M Inkester volunteered to fix the goal posts.

The need for ‘No Dogs allowed’ sign for the gate to the leisure field was discussed and it was agreed to contact HDC Street Scene to source this.  Clerk to action.
8a   Allotments:  The Tenancy Agreements and Rules have been handed out to plot holders.  The installation of the fence and gate is in hand.  The purchase of a communal shed 8 x 4 has been agreed.  The Clerk will check with HDC if this is acceptable to them and once agreed Councillor M Inkester will organise the purchase.
9.  Public Right of Way:  This was discussed at length in a ‘Teams Meeting’ with Karl Battersby and Clive Thornton before the Public Meeting.  The Councillors pointed out the problems with moving the ‘Public Right of Way’ on to the leisure field and the close proximity to the school.  It was decided that this would be added to the next Agenda for further discussion.     
10. Play Equipment Funding:   £2,744 has been donated to this fund.  Councillor O Carter is looking into lottery funding and County Councillor A Wilkinson is looking into NYCC Funding on behalf of the Parish Council.
11.  Highways:  Speeding in the village was discussed and it was agreed that this should be reported to the Police with a request to monitor car usage and speeding in the village.  It was suggested that a better time to do this is after the school holidays. Clerk to action. 
Road Signs in the village were also discussed and decided that these should be renewed.  Councillor M Inkester volunteered to photo the signs to be passed to NYCC Highways.  Clerk to action.

The possibility of a Visual Display Sign for the village was also discussed.  Clerk to look into this.

12. St Lambert’s Church:  A contribution for the grass cutting at St Lambert Church has been requested. After discussion it was decided to give a donation of £300 and to re-asses this at the half yearly budget. Clerk to action.
13. Planning:  Planning Ref:  20/02420/FUL - 9 Houses at St Lamberts Drive, Burneston.  This is allocated land  in the upcoming Local Plan for affordable housing in collaboration with Broadacres.

The Parish Council has objections to this proposal. Clerk to contact HDC Planning.

Planning Ref:  21/01389/LBC – Proposal to fit two velux windows at Lane House, Burneston.  
The Parish Council has no objections to this application.

Planning Ref: 21/01494/FUL – Extension to existing portal frame commercial unit.  
The Parish Council has no objection to this application.
