4.    District Council Report:  ‘Making a Difference Grant’ is open to applicants.

5.  Clerk’s Report: The Clerk informed the Council that an amount of       £1,567.50p has been received from HDC Community Infrastructure Levi.
Police have been contacted again regarding speed checks in the village.
Darren Griffiths, NYCC has been contacted regarding Visual Activated Signs. He informed the Council that Carthorpe Parsh Council is also interested in this scheme and it may be possible to share the cost.
Contacted Public Right of Way Officer, Andrew Brown, regarding problem with accessing the Public Right of Way from Burneston to Snape but have had no reply to date.
An Election for a Fire and Crime Commissioner will be held on 24 November 2021.

I have been informed by BT that the PC cannot adopt the telephone box at the Alms Houses as it is on private land.

4.   Correspondence:  A Poster has been sent notifying anyone who still does not receive TV that they can apply for vouchers to be spent in Curry’s. There is also a website link with details on how to retune your television.
The notice will be put on the Parish Notice Board.

5.   Public Right of Way:  The Council has agreed to wait until NYCC carry out their Consultation before taking any further action. 
6.   Allotments: The building of the fence can go ahead.  Councillor E McIntyre will action.  The building of the shed will also go ahead.  Councillor M Inkester will liaise with Bruce Smith.  
7.   Play Equipment Report and Rospa Report:  Discussed and agreed that Councillor Mark Inkester would carry out any repairs required.
8.   Play Equipment Funding:  It was agreed to apply to HDC ‘Make a difference Fund’ for £10,000 towards new play equipment.
9.   Grass Cutting Contract:  It was agreed to get quotations for cutting the grass next year.  Clerk to action.
10.   Highways: A discussion took place and it was decided to look into getting a Visual Display Unit in Burneston.  Possibly to share cost with Carthorpe.  Councillor M Inkester will liaise with County Councillor A Wilkinson in contacting NYCC to arrange a meeting in Burneston to discuss the way forward.
There is a possibility the Council can apply to NYCC for Grant Funding.  It was suggested that the Council apply for £1,500.  Clerk to action.

11.   Planning:  Application Ref:  20/02299/FUL 20 touring caravans:
Further information on these plans have been published on HDC Planning Website.  Some of the proposals are not acceptable to the Parish Council and District Councillor J Noone was asked to look into this on behalf of the Council. He agreed to update the Council so that parish council comments could be submitted to HDC as soon as possible.
11a Planning Application Ref:  21/02349/FUL – Sycamore House, Burneston. Two storey rear extension and porch front extension. 

The Council has no objections to this application. 
12.  Administration:  An invitation from WJPS, the designer of the Parish Website, to attend a User Group has been received. The Clerk has issued WJPS with all Parish Councillors emails and they have been sent a password to enable them to access the website.  The User Group will be held on 24 November 2021 in Bedale Hall.  Clerk to pass on the invitation to all Councillors who wish to attend.
13.   Queen’s Platinum Jubilee: This was discussed and a decision made to buy a tree and arrange a plaque for this event.  Clerk to action.   

14.   Finance:  The Clerk presented the Accounts which were accepted by all Members present.

The Budget for the next 6 months and the Precept for 2022/2023 were discussed.  
Proposed by Cllr. C Kinsell, seconded by Cllr. L Jude and agreed by all Councillors present  that the Precept be increased by 4%.
