Police Report was given by PCSO Paul Enbom:  Noted and attached. 
Public Questions:
Richard Barker, owner of the new Caravan Park, took questions on the proposals for the site and assured the Council that lighting would be kept subdued and at a low level. He also assured the Council that there would be no loud parties or excess noise from the Caravan Park.  Landscaping was questioned and he agreed that the hedge would be left to grow and more trees would be planted. Appropriate fencing between fields had been requested and was raised by a Councillor. Mr Barker did not feel this was necessary but agreed that should any problems arise with neighbouring fields he would have signs put up. It was pointed out by the same Councillor that this was being requested on a health and safety basis and should be re-considered.
Mr Barker informed the Council that the sub-station which has been built will benefit the village. The concern of drainage and flooding was mentioned and the Council was told that this is not a regular occurrence and he did not envisage any such problems with the opening of the site.  The access and traffic was discussed and it was suggested that it would be of benefit to the village if arrivals and departures took place outside the times of the opening and closing of the school. The Council also raised concerns about the lack of footpath along the road to the village.   Mr Barker agreed to look into these proposals and concerns.
The Chairman thanked Mr Barker for attending the meeting. 

A resident of Burneston asked the Council for assistance with a problem she has with the roots of a tree breaking up her drive. As she is getting no help from Broadacres it was agreed that the Clerk would look into this and report back and Councillor M Inkester agreed to go and have a look at the problem.

4.    District Council Report:   Councillor J Noone informed the Council that the application for £10,000.00p HDC Grant for play equipment had been successful.  

5.   Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk informed the Council that a local election will take place on 5 May 2022 and distributed the ballot papers which have to be returned by hand to HDC after 28 March 2022 and no later than 4.00pm on 5 April 2022.

The Council was informed that CE & CM Walker Ltd and a Leeming Contractor have been contacted to submit a tender for cutting the grass in the Parish. 
6.  Leisure Field:  The Play Equipment Report was distributed.  All the equipment has now been removed so it was decided that Zoe is no longer required to carry out inspections. Clerk will inform her. 
6a The Allotments:  Only one allotment is left for rent.  The Clerk will be contacting all allotment holders to renew their Tenancy Agreements and pay the rent for the year 1 April 2022 to 31 March 2023.
A shed will be ordered and built on the allotment site.  Councillor M Inkester will liaise with Bruce Smith and arrange the purchase.
6b  The Grass Cutting Contract will not be renewed.  Two contractors have been asked to tender.  Councillor L Jude will liaise with the Contractors. 
7. The Leisure Field Lease: The Council has discussed the use of the recreation field as it was felt the field was not being fully utilised by residents. The use is mainly focused on the play area and the football pitch leaving a section of the west side of the field which could be put to some other use.  
As a result of this observation the Council informally discussed this with residents who have unanimously confirmed that they do not utilise this area of the field for recreation purposes.  
On this basis the Council can confidently confirm that this area of the site is no longer required for open space and recreational purposes as it was originally required.  Agreed by all Members present.

 9.  Planning:  Planning Ref:  22/00335/CAT – Works to Trees.
