3.   Clerk’s Report and Correspondence: The Council has been successful in receiving a £2,000 grant from HDC Making a Difference Fund to assist with the setting up of allotment plots.

NALC has advised that as from 17 May 2021 Parish Council Meetings can be held indoors, with covid safety principles for re-opening in place. 
 An email has been received from Karl Battersby, NYCC Director of Business and Environmental Services, requesting a meeting to discuss a previous issue with a Public Right of Way in Burneston. A reply has been sent with the information that the request to divert the Right of Way on to the path and the leisure field was declined after consultation with HDC and NYCC. Mr Battersby would still like to meet with the Parish Council to discuss this.

A letter was received from a Burneston Resident informing the Council of local burglaries and a suggestion of establishing a neighbourhood watch. Concerns were also raised about excessive use of traffic on Cross Lane, Burneston.

These burglaries were known to the Council and a person has been arrested.  The Council agreed that the Clerk contact the local police for a report on this issue.  The concerns about excessive use of the Lane is not a Parish issue but a request to HDC Street Scene Department can be requested to make sure the Lane is regularly swept. The Clerk to reply

The annual rent was discussed and it was agreed that as a communal shed was being provided the annual rent for a large plot will be £30 and for small plot £15 

At present there are 6 large plots and 2 small plots with the possibility of another two large plots.  It was decided to go ahead with the erecting of the fence and gate.  Councillor E McIntyre will organise this.

9.    Play Equipment:  Councillor O Carter updated the Council on progress with raising funds and liaising with the residents and children.
10.   Parish Council Media Presence:  It was proposed and agreed that the Parish Council should have a Face Book Page.  Councillors C Kinsell and O Carter will set this up.
