Public Questions:

A discussion took place on the proposal to remove a Public Right of Way from Burneston to Snape.  North Yorkshire County Council are conducting a consultation on this proposal.  After input from the land owner and discussion by local residents County Councillor Weighell explained the NYCC process for this type of consultation.  The Chairman asked for a show of hands for and against this proposal.  The vote was unanimously against the removal of the pathway.
1.   Apologies:  Councillor R McIntyre.  
2.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 8 March 2022 were accepted by all         Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.     

3.   Clerk’s Report: The path broken by tree roots reported by a resident at the last meeting has been reported to Broadacres and will be repaired within this financial year.
Councillor John Weighell is the new North Yorkshire County Councillor for the Parish.

Councillor Chis Kinsell has resigned.  A new Councillor can be co-opted on to the Parish Council at the next meeting.

The Parish has received £1,567.50p Community Infrastructure Levi from HDC. 
4.   Correspondence: A letter has been received from Saint Lambert’s Church asking for a donation towards the upkeep of the church graveyard.  This request was discussed and it was proposed by Councillor O Carter, seconded by E McIntyre and agreed by all Members that £300 be donated to help cover the cost of the grass cutting. Clerk to action.
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5.   Leisure Field:  Coxon Brothers has been employed on a one year contract  to cut the grass on the playing field and the village green and to keep the path to the field clear.  It was proposed and agreed that tenders for 2023/2024 contract for grass cutting be sent out at the end of this year.
5a   Play Equipment:  Councillor O Carter reported that an application for £10,000 to the Lottery Fund has been submitted for the purchase of play equipment for the leisure field.
It was proposed and agreed by all Members that the £10,000 funding received from HDC for new play equipment plus the £4,331.00p funds raised within the parish be spent as soon as possible on a piece of play equipment.
6.   Allotments:  The Clerk reported that a request has been sent to all allotment holders for this year’s rent.
The Shed has been ordered and will be delivered on Thursday.  
7.  Public Right of Way Consultation:  The Councillors discussed the application, by the landowner, to remove a Public Right of Way from Burneston to Snape.  An application to divert this pathway has been discussed in the past and rejected by the Parish Council and Hambleton District Council.  The Councillors unanimously agreed that this application is not acceptable and support the residents in their views.  A letter to this effect will be sent to NYCC Consultation. Clerk to action.
8.  Highways:  Councillor M Inkester reported that he had a meeting with Darren Griffiths of NYCC to discuss speeding problems in Burneston and the possibility of the Parish Council buying a Visual Activated Sign which cost £2,500.  He was advised that if  evidence of speeding could be shown it may be possible to apply for funding to help with buying the sign. This was discussed and it was agreed to purchase two speed strips costing £110 each to enable to collect the necessary data.

This expenditure was proposed by Councillor M Inkester, seconded by R Penty and agreed by all Members.  
9.   Finance: The Financial Officer submitted the end of year accounts including the following documents: Certificate of Exemption, Annual Governance Statement and Accounting Statement 2021/2022. 
The documents were agreed by all Members and signed by the Chairman.
All the above documents plus the Internal Audit will be displayed on the Parish Notice Board and posted on the Parish Website.

10.  The Queen’s Jubilee:  It was suggested that a party for this event could take place in the leisure field on Sunday 5 June at 12.00pm  This was discussed and agreed that it would be ‘bring your own picnic’ but the Parish Council would fund the purchase of a bouncy castle.  This will be advertised on the parish  notice board and the website.
Councillor Carter will arrange the event and the purchase of the bouncy castle, obtaining Indemnity Insurance from the suppliers.  
Councillor Stebbing offered to arrange the purchase of a tree to plant on the day to commemorate the Queen’s Jubilee.
11.   Planning:  The Clerk was asked to get an update on planning at The Square, Burneston and land east of Manor House Walk for the next meeting.
12.  County Council Report: The Chairman welcomed Councillor John Weighell, the new County Councillor for the Parish.  
He reported that this is a difficult time with the new single unitary authority council starting in 2023. HDC and NYCC will carry on in a dual roll for one year.  Ninety Members were elected on the 5 May 2022.  He is looking forward to working with the Parish Council for the next five years.
Councillor Weighell has taken over  from Councillor A Wilkinson and the Parish Council wish to thank her for all her hard work on behalf of the Parish. 
13.  District Council Report:  Councillor J Noone said he will be our HDC Councillor for one more year.
