Co-opt new Parish Councillor:  Andrew Garner was proposed by L Jude, seconded by M Inkester and unanimously agreed.  Councillor Stebbing welcomed him to the Council.
1.   Apologies: Councillor O Carter, DC C Les and CC J Weighell    
2.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 9 May 2022. were accepted by all         Councillors and signed.      

3.   District Council Report:  Mark Russel has been appointed as a new interim Planning Officer.

The new Crematorium is running successfully.  
4.   Clerk’s Report:  A new coded padlock has been installed on the school gate.  This will make it easier for the grass cutting contractor to get in to the leisure field.  The Parish Council will offer to contribute to the cost of this.
There is no up date on the Public Right of Way consultation.

The school sent in an invoice for the use of the Hall for meetings.  Clerk to query cost.

HDC Cabinet has agreed the change of use to allow the allotments on the field.  This will now be advertised.

5.   Planning:  No applications and no decisions.  
6.   Leisure Field:  

The Jubilee Picnic was well attended and very successful.  It was suggested that this be a yearly event.  This was agreed and will be discussed at a later date.  The Council would like to extend thanks to Ollie Carter for his hard work in organising this.
A tree to commemorate the Jubilee was planted by Councillor Stebbing and a plaque will be attached to the fence noting the date of planting.

6a  Allotments:  The shed has now been erected and is being used by plot holders.  Nearly all Plot Holders have paid this year’s rent.  There is one small plot free.                  

7. Play Park Funding:  A plan of suggested equipment and cost was submitted.  This was discussed and apart from a query on the materials being used the plan was accepted by the Council.  Councillor Stebbing will contact Councillor Carter to discuss this before going ahead with installation.    
8. Highways: Councillor M Inkester reported on the data finding scheme he arranged to be set up by NYCC Highways.  This was very successful, proving that there is a definite speed problem in Burneston.  

Data collected:  Over 50% of all traffic through the village from the A6055, Carthorpe and Bedale were travelling over 30mph, 40% of which were travelling over 40mph.  The highest recorded speed was 68mph.
Councillor Stebbing thanked Councillor Inkester for arranging this with North Yorkshire Highways  The next step is to procure funding to buy a Visual Display Unit and three poles for the village.  The cost of the sign is £2,000 and the poles are £150 plus VAT each.  This is being pursued by the Parish Council.  

 9.  Defibrillator: Dr Iona McIntyre has agreed to check the village defibrillator which is installed on the side of the Pub. Councillor Linda Jude has agreed to deputies when  required.
10. Telephone Box:  It was previously agreed to adopt and maintain the telephone box in Burneston. This agreement was on the proviso that the cost of renovating the box would be met by the Andrew Robinson Trust. As a Trustee, Councillor E McIntyre will bring this up at the next meeting.
11.   Finance: The Accounts were presented to the Council and agreed.
