Public Questions:  A Resident of Burneston informed the Council of his concern of the state of the wall in Lyme Grove.  It was decided that the Clerk would report this to Broadacres. 
1. Apologies were received from County Councillor J Weighell and District Councllors J Noone and C Les. 
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 15 November 2022 were accepted by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.

5. Clerk’s Report: Hambleton District Council has agreed to pay for the legal fees for the verifying of the Lease for the Leisure Field.
NYCC Paths Department has been contacted regarding the proposal that the footpath across the field at the side of Manor House Walk be made into a Public Right of Way.  No reply received to date,
NYCC Highways Department has been informed of the state of the sign at the Carthorpe end of the village.

The damaged wall at the Square beside the Almshouses has been inspected by both HDC and NYCC.  It is necessary to verify the owners of the Square before action can be taken.

The three year Grass Cutting Contract has been signed with a start date of 1 April 2023.

The Website Maintenance  1 year contract has been paid and signed.
Councillor L Jude and Councillor A Garner have resigned from the Parish Council. The Chairman asked that both Councillors be thanked for their hard work while Members of the Council.   
6. Highways:  Councillor M Inkester has arranged for three poles to be erected to house the visual activated signs. Two in the Main Street and one on Church Wynd. Quotations for these signs have been received and a decision to go with the cheapest was agreed.  Councillor Inkester will liaise with the Company and NYCC.  The signs will be purchase when further funding has been agreed.  The  total approximate cost of this project will be £5,500 plus vat.  This was discussed and agreed. 
The Chairman thanked Councillor Inkester for his hard wark on this project.
7. Planning Applications: Ref: 22/02907/FUL – Construction of 23 dwellings.
This was discussed and it was agreed to hold an Extraordinary Meeting, for the Public to attend, on Thursday 26 January 2023.

8. Planning Decisions:  None.
9. Play Equipment:  Councillor O Carter agreed to inspect the play equipment on the leisure field once a month and report back to the Council.  The Chairman thanked Councillor Carter and the Council accepted.
After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk should contact some other companies to get costs to carry out the yearly Rospa Inspection..

10. Allotments:  The cutting of the hedge was again discussed and it was decided to approach the Farmer on this matter.
The Allotment Tenancy Agreements will be sent out at the end of March. A discussion on this will be put on the next Agenda.

It was suggested and agreed that an Allotment Holder should be invited to the next meeting to give an update on the running of the plots. 
11. Other Parish Matters:
Defibrillator:  The cost of putting the defibrillator in working order is £318.00p for the battery and £140.00p for two sets of pads. This was discussed and agreed.  The Clerk to action.
Dog Signs:  After discussion it was decided that there is no need to purchase further signs.


The Coronation:  Councillor O Carter suggested that the Parish Council should hold a celebration party for this event on Sunday 7 May 2023.  This was discussed and agreed.  It was also agreed to assist with the cost of this and the amount will be agreed at a future meeting.
