Public Questions:  A Resident enquired if anyone knew who owned the piece of grassed land on the corner of Church Wynd opposite the Church.  It was thought it was owned by the Owners of Burneston Hall.


Councillor C Stebbing will enquire.
A Resident who has an allotment plot asked the Council permission to install a compost bin at the back of the shed.  This was discussed and granted.

Residents complained of the lack of dog bins in the village. The Council agreed to look into this.
1. Apologies:  Councillor S Walker.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 23 March 2023 were accepted by all Councillors signed by the Chairman.
3. North Yorkshire Council Report:  All Services are still working as normal although communication is causing some problems.  

4. Clerk’s Report: The Planning Department has confirmed that there are no trees on Manor Green with a TPO.  As the Council own the land and trees, decisions can be made on the upkeep of the trees by the Parish Council.
The road signs at the north end of the village are being inspected by Highways and any changes required will be carried out.
Matthew Day has quoted for carrying out the ROSPA Report but is higher than the present Inspectors.  Clerk to follow this up.

A letter of thanks has been received from the Church for the donation towards the grass cutting.

The new grass cutting contractors have been well received by the School.

5. Highways:  The traffic control signs are up and running.  As well as slowing
down traffic, data can be collected on the number of vehicles travelling though the village and the speed they are travelling. The signs have to be moved every month and Councillor M Inkester has volunteered to do this but requires some assistance.

The sign at the Bedale end of the village is run on a solar panel and the sign on Church Wynd is battery operated.

This data can be collated and passed to the Police if any further action is required.

Councillor Inkester suggested that an inexpensive laptop be purchased for this purpose.  This was discussed and was proposed by Councillor Carter, seconded by Councillor Penty and agreed by all that a sum of £250.00p could be allocated.

Councillor Inkester will action.
Caravan Site:  It was reported to the Council that a lot of caravans got lost in the village looking for the site.  It was suggested that the Owner of the Caravan Park be asked if any arrangements could be made for clearer signs within the village.
Councillor C Stebbing will action.
6. Planning Applications:  None.
The Application for 23 houses in Burneston is still being discussed.  The volume of traffic already in the village is causing concern..
7. Planning Decisions: None.
8. Play Equipment Reports:  No repairs required.
9. Allotments:  Almost all allotment rents have been received.  There is only one small plot available.
The Deed of Variance for the Leisure Field has been signed and received by the Council.  The Clerk to file.

10. General Parish Matters:  The possibility of creating a Neighbourhood Plan was discussed.  It was decided that this should be an item for the next Agenda.  The Clerk was asked to forward a link with information on this to all Councillors.
Councillor E McIntyre asked the Councillors if they would be willing to contribute towards the refurbishment of the telephone box in the village.  This will also be an item for the next Agenda.
