2. Minutes of the meeting held on 23 May 2023 and the Minutes of the AGM held on that date were accepted by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.
3. North Yorkshire Council Report: No Report. 

4. Clerk’s Report:  The cost of installing a new dog waste bin is £312.30p plus vat.  The Council agreed to this and the Clerk will contact Street Scene Department to order.
5. Highways:  The traffic control lights are working well and the data is being collected by Councillor M Inkester.  Councillor Inkester is looking at ways to publish the traffic date to local residents.
