2.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 12 September 2023 were agreed by        
       all and signed by the Chairman.

3.   Clerk’s Report:  In her absence the Clerk had forwarded on various 
      emails from the new North Yorkshire Council authority outlining their

      future agenda and plans.

4.   Neighbourhood Plans:  In the light of North Yorkshire Council’s future
      proposals on housing etc it was agreed to await the outcome of any  
      plans before making any further commitments.

5.   Highways:  Councillor Inkester briefed the meeting on the 7 months 
      statistics collated since the introduction of the speed sensors in the   

      High  Street and Church Wynd. It revealed that 58,000 vehicles travelled
      through the village per month and speeding was higher in the months

      of July and August when the school is on holiday.  Councillor Inkester 

      will be approaching Highways and the Police with these statistics with 

      the hope of some more positive action. 

6.   Planning Applications:  The Council reviewed the current outstanding
      Application for the building of 23 houses above St Lamberts Drive and 

      Manor House Walk.  The developers had recently submitted modified 

      plans to some of the houses, also to landscaping and drainage 

      arrangements.  In order that the village residents remain aware of what 
      is going on Councillor Nugent agreed to prepare and deliver flyers to all 

      residents.

7.   Leisure Field:  No play equipment report.
8.   Allotments:  The holders would like to prepare an area sown with wild 
      flowers and install a garden bench.  This proposal was supported.

9.  Village Forum:  Councillor Walker & Nugent reported on the Bedale 

     Village Forum Meeting which they attended in September.  Its main 

     purpose is to allocate grants funded from the Community Forum to 

     Bedale and surrounding villages for community projects.  After a 

     discussion it was agreed that applications should be submitted (max 

     £2,000 per application) for their next meeting on 7 December 2023.

     The projects being the restoration of the telephone box adjacent to the 

      Alms Houses and the installation of the garden seat and wild flower

      garden in the allotments.  Councillor E McIntyre and Councillor M 

      Inkester respectively to submit in liaison with Councillors Walker and 

      Nugent.
