2.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 14 November 2023 were accepted by all         Councillors and signed by the Chairman.      

3.   North Yorkshire Council Report:  None given.
4.   Clerk’s Report:  The Clerk informed the Council that she has arranged a new Insurance Policy with Zurich Insurance with a savings of £148.22p
The Parish Council has received a grant from Bedale and Villages Community Forum of £2,000 to assist with the cost of purchasing benches and setting up a wild flower garden at the allotments.
5.   Tree in Manor House Walk:  Three quotations were requested for the cutting down of this AshTree.  Two quotations were received and after discussion it was agreed to accept the quotation from Ben Rennison of £850.00p plus vat.

Highways:  A request was made for the purchase of a spare battery for the Visual Display Unit on Church Wynd at a cost of £350.00p. This was discussed and agreed. Proposed by Councillor Inkester and seconded by Councillor Walker.  Councillor Inkester will action.

It was proposed that further funding be requested to change the battery run traffic controlling unit to a solar run unit.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.

The Council was informed that the data taken from the traffic controlling unit showed that 50,000 cars travelled through Burneston from 1 December 2023 to 23 January 2024 with some speeding at 55, 60 and 68 miles per hour.

It was suggested that the Council contact Carthorpe and Exelby to share information with the Highways Agency.  Data results from the Visual Display Units has given the Parish Council nine months detailed statistics to approach Highways.
7.   Planning:  The Planning Application for 23 houses in Burneston was discussed.  The Clerk has requested but has had no update from the Planning Department. 
8.       Play Equipment Report:  No report received. 
9.       Allotments:   Councillor M Inkester will liaise with the allotment holders on the type of benches and flowers required.

General Parish Parish Matters:  It was suggested that the Clerk contact Street Scene to request that that the roads be swept and the drains cleared at the bottom of Theakston and Exelby and in Church Wynd and the main street through Burneston.
