1. Apologies: Councillors O Carter and A McIntyre.  County Councillor J Weighell. 
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 19 March 2024 were accepted by all Councillors signed by the Chairman.
3. North Yorkshire Council Report:  None.
4. Clerk’s Report: Street sweeping has been requested.  The Dog Warden visited Burneston to follow up a complaint. A reply to Mr Parker’s email regarding the planning decision of 23 houses has been sent.  No acknowledgement received.  A letter of complain was sent to the Chief Executive of North Yorkshire Council with a copy to the Leader of the Council and a copy to Mr C Battersby the Head of Highways.  A reply has been received saying the complaints had been sent to the appropriate department Heads. 
The Clerk informed the Council that Robert Penty has resigned from the Parish Council and a Vacancy Notice has been posted in Swainby with Allerthorpe.

The Council was informed of the Government’s suggestion that all Parish Councils have a gov.uk domain name. It was agreed to keep the Parish Council email address for the present.

Information was given on the Local Plan.  “Notification of Commencement of call for sites” Consultation has started.  All Councillors were emailed this information.

North Yorkshire Council has produced a new Standards Bulletin which has been emailed to all Councillors.
5. Urgent Parish Matters:  Public Right of Way: The previous owners of Sunnyfields, Burneston have appealed to the Planning Expectorate on the decision by North Yorkshire Council not to make an Order to delete part of the Footpath No 10.20/3.
This was discussed and it was agreed that the Clerk should write to the Planning Expectorate reiterating the objections made when the first application was made. 

6. Highways:  Councillor M Inkester reported some progress made with meeting up with the Police to discuss the traffic problem in the village.  He will also follow this up with contacts in North Yorkshire Highways Department.  The level and speed of the traffic through the village is still high so looking into traffic calming action.
7. Planning Applications: Planning Ref:  ZB24/00674/FUL was discussed and the Council has no objections to this Application.
8. Planning Decisions:  Noted. 
9. Leisure Field:  Two picnic tables will be purchased with the money received from Bedale Villages Forum. Councillor M Inkester will action.
Details of a replacement goal post was given by Councillor O Carter and will be discussed at the next meeting.  A suggestion of renewing the path to the field was suggested and will be discussed at the next meeting.
10. Allotments:  One large plot and one small plot has been re-allocated.  One extra small plot has been created and taken up.  All plots are now taken and most of the rents have been received.

11. General Parish Matters: If there is no interest in the Swainby with Allerthorpe Parish Vacancy the Council can co-opt from Burneston or Theakston.
Work on the BT Box is in hand.

The Swift Boxes will not be put in place until next year.
12. Finance: The end of year accounts was submitted by the Financial Officer and accepted.
