2. The Minutes of the meeting held on 29 July 2024 were accepted by all         Councillors and signed.     

3.   North Yorkshire Council Report:  No report.
4.  Clerk’s Report: The Clerk informed the Council that an email had been received from North Yorkshire Council offering a ‘sandbag service’ when flooding occurred in the Parish.  The Council can pre-order sandbags should there be a flood warning in the area. Residents can also contact this service if they require sandbags. To access:  Google ‘Sandbags North Yorkshire’. If it is an immediate problem you can call:  131 2 131 and say “Sandbag” when prompted.
North Yorkshire Council Parish Liaison Meeting for Richmond and Northallerton Area will be held on 30 October 2024 at 10am in Northallerton Town Hall.

Contact has been made with Principal Definitive Map Officer to enquire if there is any news on the Public Right of Way in Burneston.  She has had no reply from the Planning Expectorate on this issue.
5.  Highways:  Councillor Inkester informed the Council that the pole in Church Wynd is not high enough to take a solar panel.  In view of this he suggested that a spare battery be purchased at a sum of £325.00p plus vat.  This was agreed by all Members.
5a  Path on Church Wynd:  It was reported by a Resident that the path, past the last house on the left, going up Church Wynd is disintegrating and is in a dangerous state.  It was agreed that the Clerk should inform Highways of this. 

6.  Planning Applications:  Planning Ref: ZB2401804 – Demolition of existing outbuilding and erection of a single storey extension – Rose Cottage, Theakston.  The Council has no objection to this application.
6a  Building of 23 dwellings in Burneston:  It has been reported that there is no Site Manager to contact when required.  Work vehicles are using St Lambert’s Drive to go in and out which was not agreed.  The Contractor is not following the project plan and there is no infrastructure going over from land to site.
Lorries are also driving over the field. This was discussed and all the above will be reported to Planning by the Clerk.

A Resident let the Council know that the 2 parking spaces will remain which was good news.
7:  Planning Decisions:  None.
6.  Leisure Field & Play Equipment Reports:  The Report will be sent at a later date.  The Rospa Report should be received this month.  
The Grass Cutting Contract was discussed.  The Clerk informed the Council that the present contract was set up for three years.

9a The Budget: The Precept for the year 2025 to 2026 was discussed and agreed to request an increase of 4%.  Clerk to action.
9b Insurance: The Clerk informed the Council that the cost of the Council Insurance for the coming year will be £378.00p. There is no increase from the previous year so the Council agreed this.  Clerk to action.
