3.   North Yorkshire Council Report:  No report.
4.   Clerk’s Report: A resident reported that rubbish has been dumped on Manor House Green.  It was also reported that the grass on the verge at the top of  Church Wynd on the right entering the A6055 was so high it made visibility difficult.  This was reported and Highways has cut the grass. 
A resident has complained to the Developers at Manor House walk about a very noisy generator which has been set too close to existing dwellings. Kevin Hollingdrake, Member of Parliament and the Parish Council were copied into this email.  If this problem is not rectified the resident will take the matter up again with the Member of Parliament. 
5.   Highways:  Councillor M Inkester continues to take data from the traffic calming lights.  This data is sent to the Police and Highways but no response has been received.
5a   Traffic Problem:  The problem with parking outside the school at drop off and pick up times has been reported to the Council.  It was agreed to contact Highways for assistance in this.  Clerk to action.
6.   Leisure Field & Play Equipment Reports: Field Equipment Report was submitted to the Council.  It was noted that the goal post should be removed.  The Council is looking to purchase a new moveable goal post within the next few months.  Councillor O Carter is investigating funding.
7.  Allotments:  The allotment plots are still popular and well used. More than half the rents have been paid.  The Clerk will follow this up.
8.  General Parish Matters:  It has been suggested that new signs be purchased for the start and end of the village. Photographs were shown and the project was agreed.  Councillor M Inkester with look for possible funding from Bedale Villages Forum and report back at the next meeting.  Agreement has been given by the landowner.  Agreement is also required from North Yorkshire Council Highways.  This will be pursued once the funding is in place.
8a Damaged wall: The stone wall in front of the Broadacres houses is crumbling and dangerous.  It was agreed that Broadacres should be informed with a request to have this repaired as a matter of urgency.
