Public Questions:  Clarification on the distribution of Community Infrastructure Levy for the Parish was requested.  
The Clerk explained that the Parish Council received 10% of the amount received by the County Council. To date the Parish Council has received £6,406 from the building of the 23 new dwellings in Burneston village with a further payment due in October 2025.

Two applicants stood for the vacancy of Parish Councillor.

Hannah Barker proposed by Councillor O Carter and seconded by Councillor A McIntyre:  Three votes.

Steven Robinson proposed by Councillor L Nugent and seconded by Councillor D Blythe:  Four votes.

Steven Robinson was co-opted on to the Parish Council and signed the Declaration of Office.

The Chairman thanked Hannah Barker for her application and welcomed Steven Robinson on to the Council.

2. The Minutes of the meeting held on 7 July 2025 were accepted by all         Councillors and signed.      

3.   County Council Report:  No report received.
4. Clerk’s Report:  Broadacres has agreed to repair the crumbling wall as requested.
A ‘Breach of Condition Notice’ has been served on Thomas Alexander Homes.
5.   Highways:  The parking problem outside the School on starting and finishing was reported to Highways. The reply stated that they had no authority to assist with this problem but suggested the Council contact the Road Safety Team at Highways for advice.  Clerk to action.
Back Lane, Burneston:  The Chairman met with a Highways Officer, on site, to discuss the upkeep of this Lane. As this is not a registered highway North Yorkshire Council has no responsibility for the upkeep.

6.  Leisure Field & Play Equipment Reports: The play equipment report was submitted and discussed.  A gas strut has been ordered for the gate. Councillor Robinson volunteered to cut the hedge.  

It was decided that the existing goal post be removed and a new moveable goal post be purchased with the CIL money received. The cost of this is £3,200.00p
Proposed by Councillor E McIntyre seconded by Councillor A McIntyre and agreed by all Councillors.  Clerk to action.

It was noted that a covering for the grass beneath the picnic bench is required. This will be discussed at the next meeting.

The cutting of the grass was discussed and it was agreed that a new contractor is required for the following year. This should be an item on the next Agenda.  Clerk to action.

The Rospa Report will be carried out next month.

7.  Allotments:  Most of the rents have been paid. The Clerk will chase up any still due.
It was brought to the attention of the Council that some allotment plots are not being cultivated. Anyone not cultivating their plot should be asked to give it up, as per the rules of tenancy. Councillor S Robinson will report.    
8. Planning Applications: Ref: ZB25/01246/FUL – Installation of a Solar     Farm on Land at Lords Lane, Exelby, Bedale.
This application was discussed and the Council agreed unanimously to object to this proposal.

Defibrillator: New pads have been purchased for the defibrillator in Burneston.
