3.   North Yorkshire Report:  None given.
4.   Clerk’s Report:  The Grass Cutting Contract has been accepted and the Indemnity Insurance requested.
The PCSO has been liaising with the school regarding the traffic parking problem.

The PCSO has supplied ‘Cold Calling Cards’ and will leave them at the school to be collected by a Councillor.

Highways Officer Mike Gurney has visited Back Lane as requested and has asked if there is any further plans to clear the surface of the Lane.

An email has been received asking for a donation to the grass cutting from the Lambert’s Church.

7.   Planning Decisions: Ref: ZB26/00130/FUL and Ref: ZB25/02032 Granted.
8.   Leisure Field: The new Grass Cutting Contract has been signed.  Flagstones for the picnic benches are in place. The litter bin requires emptying.  Clerk to action.
9.   Allotments: The Clerk will send out new Tenancy Agreements for signature and annual payment.
10.  General Parish Matters: The village signs will be discussed at the next meeting.
11.   Urgent Parish Matters:  It was brought to the attention of the Council that the fence between the school playground and the leisure field is in need of repair.  It was decided that the Clerk should contact the school to see who is responsible for the fence. It was suggested that the Clerk contact the North Yorkshire Department dealing with CIL money to ask if any of the percentage received by North Yorkshire Council could be funded to assist with the Church project.  
12.  Finance: The monthly accounts were presented to the Council and accepted. The Clerk informed the Council that a Parish Council could not hold an ISA Account and it was proving difficult to open a easy access savings account without a current account.  In the meantime the Clerk has transferred the CIL money received into the Parish Council’s Savings Account.  This will be looked into further and reported at the next meeting. 
A discussion took place on the request for a donation to the Church towards the grass cutting.  It was decided to donate £350.00p
